A.  Approval of Parks Commission Minutes from May 4, 2021 
 
Prom motioned to approve, seconded by Kline.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 

V. OPEN FORUM

VI. COUNCIL UPDATE 

 
Gustafson provided an update on Council actions.  The Council suggested to go 
out for bid for the water trail.  She stated she received a comment from a resident 
that asked for handicapped accessible features on new park playgrounds.  
 

VII. REGULAR MEETING 
 
B. Hayden Hills and Donahue Dells Improvements Discussion 
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Kangas presented park concept plans for Hayden Hills and Donahue Dells and 
stated there is some cost savings when grouping parks. Kangas stated the goal 
is to construct the parks in 2022 and he gave a tentative timeline.  
 
Kangas displayed a conceptual master plan of Hayden Hills. He highlighted the 
basic components and noted the plan includes an informal baseball field, full 
basketball court, two pickleball courts, playground, and an artificial turf golf 
feature. The park does not contain lighting. The Commission discussed the 
layout and features.   
 
The Commission discussed making the park kid friendly, adjustable basketball 
hoops, moving the golf element to allow for parking for pickleball if needed, and 
what items to present to the neighborhood. 
 
The Commission agreed the concept plan is a good start and will seek input 
from the neighborhood to contribute to a final concept plan. The Commission 
agreed to conduct an open house in September.  
 
Kangas presented two concept plans for Donahue Dells.  He explained the park 
has only a small area that can be used for a park.  The park would include a 
playground, small trail, and a seating feature. The plan would preserve as many 
trees as possible. 
 
The Commission suggested a seating feature overlooking the pond, a pollinator 
garden, picnic tables, and gravel trails versus paved trails.  The Commission 
preferred option B.  Henderson presented data from a neighborhood survey 
done in 2020. The Commission agreed to a similar timeline for Donahue Dells 
as for Hayden Hills.        

 
C. Leathers Park Improvements Survey Draft 

 

Henderson presented a draft survey consisting of 4 questions for Leathers 

Park.  He suggested sending a postcard to residents providing them with a link 

to complete the survey.  The Commission suggested placing a notice on the 

website and including a field asking what street they live on to give more weight 

to people who live in the neighborhood.  

 

D. Update on City Signage Plans 
 
Farrell presented the bid document for park signage showing the types of signs 
that are planned for the parks and trails. He explained the City has a sign 
master plan that includes entrances to the City, City facilities, parks, and trails. 
Farrell stated the City has a line item in the CIP to replace signs each year.

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Henderson identified the location of the development and displayed a drawing 
showing the trails. He stated it is 113 acres with 149 lots including a clubhouse, 
pool, and playground. Henderson explained the City will be requesting cash in lieu 
of land for Park Dedication fees. He identified the trail locations and connections. 
Henderson showed the proposed parking spaces for the pickleball courts in River 
Hills development.  
 
The Commission discussed parking for the pickleball courts and if the proposal was 
providing an adequate number of stalls. The Commission discussed the trails and 
which trails should be public. The Commission did not request any changes to the 
trail proposal.  

 
C. Capital Improvement Plan Review 

 

Henderson displayed the draft Capital Improvement Plan for Parks. He reviewed 

the proposal and asked for the Commission’s input. The Commission discussed the 

concept of a sports complex and if it should go on a referendum on the next General 

Election ballot. The Commission reached consensus to move forward with the 

search for a sports complex and not place a question on the next General Election 

ballot.  

 

Henderson displayed and reviewed the Capital Improvement Plan for trails. The 

Commission discussed trail connections and the pace of constructing trails. The 

Commission will review the trail system and discuss more options at the next 

meeting.
